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Bachelor of Arts (BA) — Psychology (70 credits)
Cheney and Bellevue Campus (23-24 catalog)

The BA in Psychology is one of the most versatile degrees offered and emphasizes a foundational preparation in
contemporary psychology that allows you to pursue graduate school or careers in psychology-related professions and/or
research. Coursework includes breadth content as recommended by the American Psychological Association along with
opportunities for focused experience and application. Students with a BA in Psychology pursue careers in direct service,
social service, research, data analysis, human resources, corrections, and customer service, and can go on to graduate
training in School Psychology, Counseling, Clinical Psychology, Social Work, Addiction Studies, and other areas.

You are responsible for making sure you have completed all EWU general undergraduate requirements as
delineated in the EWU catalog and are strongly encouraged to complete them as early as possible.

To declare the BA Psychology major, students must have a minimum cumulative GPA of C/2.0 and taken and
passed PSYC 100 (or its equivalent) with a C /2.0 or higher. Transfer students may be given credit for appropriate
transfer courses in the major and for electives. Transfer credits will be limited to 20 lower division courses and no
more than 30 transfer credits total applied toward the major.

PSYC 100, PSYC 309, PSYC 310, PSYC 413 (previously PSYC 313), and focus experience courses must be passed
with a C/2.0 or higher. No minor is required.

In addition to the BA requirements, to graduate you will need to complete University Requirements including:

a. A minimum of 180 credits total
60 upper division credits

c. Foreign language: Two years of high school or one year (3 quarters) of college foreign language

d. A Diversity course (PSYC/GWSS 331, PSYC/GWSS 321 (previously PSYC 421), or other university option)

€. A Global Studies course (PSYC 374 (previously PSYC 474) or other university option)

f. A Senior Capstone or Senior Thesis (PSYC 490 or PSYC 491 by faculty invitation)

g. Apply for graduation and pay the graduation fee by the deadline and two quarters in advance of your
intended graduation quarter

Map out a general schedule identifying when you plan to take each course. Not all PSYC courses are offered each
quarter. Check with your Departmental Advisor and the University Catalog to identify course prerequisites.
Complete prerequisites early (e.g., PSYC 309, PSYC 310) so you have flexibility to take other courses when they
are offered.

Consult with your Departmental Advisor and the instructor teaching the course for information about enrolling in
Internship (Dr. Linda Kirsch lkirsch02 @ewu.edu) and Directed Study courses. Instructor’s permission is required
for registration for Directed Study and Internship courses.

Graduate School Preparation — Psychology and Counseling graduate programs are competitive. If you are hoping
to start the fall following graduation, it is in your best interest to get started right away. Deadlines for application
are typically in the fall and winter of your senior year. Here are some things that you should be considering:
a. Researching programs in the locations and areas in which you are interested, including requirements
(e.g., GRE test), and applied experience — most people apply to multiple programs

c. Getting involved in volunteer work/internships and research; be thinking about letters of
recommendation
